Grading Policy
Grades will be calculated from student’s test scores, quizzes, homework, online work, labs and projects. Grades are based on cumulative points per grading period and calculated into a percentage. Letter grades are based on the following percentages:

· Grades will be updated weekly online.   
· The material in this class is challenging. Assignment/Lab help is available before school, at lunch or by appointment.  All you need to do is ask!
· If test day is missed expect an alternate test to be given

Classroom Rules
· Golden Rule:  TREAT OTHERS AS YOU WOULD LIKE TO BE TREATED
· Do your OWN work- no unauthorized online answer keys may be used to cheat with to do homework, or copying other students work.  One warning will be given then “no” credit will be earned and an academic behavior referral will be submitted to administration
· Do your best. Some points are ALWAYS better then no points.  
· Do listen and follow directions the 1st time they are given, ask questions if you are unsure
· Cell phones will be placed in the cell phone caddy every single day no exceptions.
· Apple or Samsung watches may not be used to text, or anything other then checking time or you will be asked to remove your watch.   

· Do leave all other electronic devices in your backpack this includes ear buds.
· Food and drink is allowed only at your desks NOT in the lab area EVER
· Profanity, bulling, intimidation, harassment or gossiping will not be tolerated
Important Class Polices
Tardies
You must be inside the classroom walls, phone placed in caddy and in your desk when the bell rings or you will be marked tardy. 5 Tardies per semester are allowed without any consequences.  (A tardy is given when a student arrives within 5 minutes after the bell rings.  After 5-minute arrivals will be marked absent.  Tardies CANNOT be excused unless another teacher/administrator/counselor detained you.    Upon the 6th tardy occurring the student will be issued a lunch detention and a behavior referral to administration.  Each subsequent tardy will result in additional lunch detentions.  If tardiness becomes a constant problem a conference with parents/guardians will be held to address the issue. 

Absences
· It is your responsibility to obtain missed work and notes, you may email me to check and see what the assignment was during your absence.  
· Please Note: if a long-term assignment has been assigned prior to the absence the due date stands. 
· Extensions may be granted on a case-by-case basis depending on the circumstances.  
· School sponsored absences DO NOT get extra time.  You need to get the assignment done and turned in prior to the event.  

· When turning in an assignment that you were absent for on the original turn in day, you must write “ABSENT” on the assignment.  Otherwise late points will be deducted.

· No credit will be given on any unexcused absence.

Assignments
· Will be given daily and are subject to change upon teacher discretion. 
· All assignments will be posted on the assignment board.  Google classroom will only be used for links or simulations that we use in class. Regular classwork will NOT be posted in Google classroom because this is a face to face lab-based class.  
· Classwork will be done primarily using the assigned text as reference, class lecture notes, occasionally other resources will be necessary

· The use of unauthorized online answer keys is CHEATING and will be dealt with as so with no credit assigned.  “NO EXCEPTIONS”

· Assignments will be stapled together in numerical order or according to assigned packet pages.  Staple will be in the upper left-hand corner with student name placed on front-page right-hand side. Failure to secure assignment correctly or not place your name on assignment will result in a loss of 1 point.  
· Test retakes and Extra Credit are NOT an option

· Unit packets are NOT available in digital format this is a face to face lab-based class.  
Late work

· Anything submitted after the start of class on the due date is considered late.

· Late work will be accepted for partial or half credit.
· Late work will only be accepted during the current unit in which it applies.

Labs   

Human Anatomy is a laboratory science class.  Students must complete labs.  If a lab is missed due to an excused absence, then the labs must be made up during Thursday’s advisory period, at lunch or before school and on specified lab make up days. Due to lab materials, labs need to be made up in a timely manner. NOTE: Alternate assignments may be available for dissections of specimens, if requested prior to lab day.   
Cell Phone Policy

So here’s how cell phones work in our class:  sometimes we need them to look something up quick, but most of the time, you know they’re a major distraction to your education.  And that’s what you’re here for after all, right?  Well, the bottom line here in this room is that they will be in the cell phone caddy every single day, but I also want you to learn how to control your own behaviors and be able to use them at appropriate times.

Topics in Biology related to Human Reproduction: 

· Chapter 3, 7, 9 and 16 (when things go wrong - and right, homeostasis, body systems, mitosis, cancer, membranes and communication - neurotransmitters):  

· A brief (2 minute) breakdown of the purpose, major parts, and homeostatic function of the reproductive system in human.

· During cell communication discussions (from a membrane and homeostatic level), discussion of testosterone, progesterone and estrogen signaling (along with dopamine, adrenaline, serotonin, etc)

· How testosterone works with multiple body systems (muscular, endocrine, reproductive, nervous) - case study

· Possible cell signaling and puberty BBC video (awkward and from the early 2000’s)

· (Making more people! Differentiation at the embryonic level, meiosis genetics and punnett squares, dogma, disorders, CRISPR):  

· Meiosis (cell cycle that re-arranges chromosomes to create unique mammalian gametes)

· Cell differentiation of a mammalian embryo (how identical cells start to signal and develop into the spinal cord, hands, etc)

· Case study about a chimera (human with two sets of chromosomes within one human) and a question of maternity due to different chromosomes)
